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The week-long festival is an opportunity for
celebration and creative expression from the
collective local communities around the
Radstock area. All the festival activities are
delivered by local community groups for
local people.

One of the key outcomes of the art|works
festival is to promote and encourage
community cohesion. To further develop the
art|works positive flourishing community
ethos, Creativity Works hosts open planning
meetings to fully involve partners and
community groups. We encourage them to
take ownership of the project, steering and
shaping future events. artjworks is now
programmed by the steering group and Phota credits - Jill Carter
managed by Creativity Works.

artjworks provides opportunities to
showcase work from all the groups that
Creativity Works engages with, throughout
the year, from for example The Inspirational
Art Group, women from My Time My Space,
students from Norton Radstock College, as
well as a range of local schools.
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There are workshops and entertainment for
children, young people and adults including;
wood sculpture, singing, ballet, animation,
ceramics, messy play, painting, social tea
dances, bike rides, community picnics and
knitting. A variety of brightly coloured flags
produced by local primary school children
and community groups marked the locations
of the festivals activities.

artjlworks demonstrates how a joined up,
creative approach to a community event can
have a real impact upon community pride
and cohesion. The collective fundraising
and programming by the community
enables ownership and a deeper level of
community commitment and stake holding.
In 2010 over 800 people attended
throughout the week. In 2010 Michael Eavis,
founder and manager of Glastonbury
Festival, officially opened the festival.
